	Questions & observations
	Findings & recommendations

	Step 1: mapping risky areas:
To understand more about issues for people in accessing the water point, we would like to draw a map of the village together: 
1. To start where do you consider the centre of the village? 
(draw on map with an X) 
1. How many housing clusters are there and where are they located in relation to the centre of the village? 
(draw on map with house symbols)
1. Where is the water point? 
(draw water point symbol and mark if not functioning)
1. Where are other sources of water? 
(draw where and what types of water source they are)
1. Where are crop fields? Where are areas where cattle graze or take water? (mark on map)
1. Where are there other social centres (police, bar, community centre etc.)? (mark on map)
1. Are there locations where you do not feel safe? Are there locations where you prefer to avoid?
1. If men’s group:  are there places that are not safe for women and girls to walk alone?  why? 
(mark these on map, and note down the reasons for each) 

Draw and label risk areas on the map. 
*These can be risky areas for all types of insecurity – from humans, (sexual assault), animals, natural hazards, etc.

Step 2: Understanding GBV risks and solutions:
1. Is there a neighbouring community or a cattle camp that also uses this water?
1. What kinds of issues are there for sharing the water point with women and girls?
1. Who is managing the water point opening/closing times? Are these convenient for you to collect water? If no, what would be better? Are there any issues with harassment or violence from opening or closing too late?
1. Are there any issues with beating or shouting from your partners towards wives/daughters as a result of challenges to collect water (for example not cooking on time due to long wait time)?
1. Has anything changed in terms of safety from sexual and physical violence when accessing water since the water point was created /rehabilitated?
1. Has anything changed with water access due to changes in rainfall or climate?
1. Has the Water Committee and community leaders done anything to reduce potential GBV risks for access? What was done and what helped to facilitate this?
1. What do you think could be done by the Water Committee, chief, women, girls or men and boys to reduce these risks of sexual or physical harassment/violence going to the water point?

Step 3: Other access issues:
1. What else is the water point being used for? What are the potential conflicts and issues for access?
1. What has been done to address any conflict or tensions over water use between communities or within communities? What could be done?
1. Are there any geographical issues for access? (such as seasonal river cutting off access or other geographic boundary)?
1. What is the route like to the site? Can all users access it? Would the path have to be made easier for elderly persons or those with physical disabilities to access water?  (less slippery, clear from steps or branches etc.)?
1. Has any action been taken to help elderly persons and persons with disabilities to access water? 
1. What could be done by the Water Committee and chief to improve access for elderly persons and persons with disabilities to access water?
1. Are there any other groups in the area that are not able to access water from this site? 
1. If yes, who are they and what are the reasons they have difficulty? What could be done to help them get access to this water?
Draw and label other access issues on the map.
Step 4: Provide information on GBV consequences and services available (do not conduct this step if services are not available).


Step 5: Observations (from transect walk):
1. Do there appear to be any new or existing GBV risks on the way to the water point for women, girls, boys? What are these risks seen and where? (mark on map)
1. Is the path smooth, free from obstacles, without steps and other barriers to access the water point for the elderly and persons with physical disabilities? 
1. Are there any other seasonal geography changes issues (such as seasonal river, etc.) blocking access?

Step 6: feedback to the wider community:
Finalise the safety audit by presenting the findings to the Water Committee and chief and other local leaders. 
Discuss:
1. Share the GBV risks and other safety or access concerns at the water point, especially for women and girls.
1. Given that XXX areas are risky for women and girls in this community, what ideas do you have to reduce these risks for them when collecting water? 
1. Are there things women and girls can do? 
1. What can men and boys do to help reduce these risks for women and girls?
1. Make agreements with the community for the chief and Water Committee to follow-up on to reduce GBV risks and address other access issues.

Thank them for their time and ask the chief to close the meeting.
